Local 44 Ratifies Basic Agreement

Hollywood L ocals Unanimously
Ratify Agreement

On March 19, 2009 TrueBallot Inc.
Election Services certified the ballot results
for Local 44 on the 2009-2012 Basic
Agreement. Total ballots returned 1,719,
which represents approx. 32% of those bal-
lots mailed. Of that 1,381 votes in favor of
ratification, 325 votes against ratification.
Showing an 81% approval rating for ratifi-
cation. Throughout the covered IATSE
Hollywood locals it was a unanimous deci-
sion to ratify this agreement.

Throughout this entire process my office
has attempted to provide the membership
with as much information regarding the
details of this agreement as possible, and in
a timely fashion. The bargaining sessions
ended on Wednesday Nov. 19th and a post-
ing of the bullet points were on our website
the following morning. As well | presented
to your Executive Board on the night of
Nov. 20th a reporting of those bullet points.

On Dec. 1st a more detailed breakdown
was posted on our website and copies of
such were sent to your Board members.
Shortly there after a mailing of the Basic
Agreement Summary was sent to every
member in good standing. Followed by a
joint informational meeting open to the
entire membership of Locals 44, 80, 728 &
729. It should be noted that this type of joint
meeting had never taken place before.

This was aso followed up with a com-
plete informational packet which included
"Facts about the |A Contract", a letter from
my office providing insight into the negoti-
ating process, health plan, pension and
residual challenges, and a letter of recom-
mendation from all fifteen Representatives

of the Hollywood locals.

Ballots were then sent to the membership
with language of the proposed agreement.
As well a cover letter from International
President L oeb which addressed the process
and his recommendation. | have to say that
in all my years of membership | can not
remember any time when so much informa-
tion had been provided to the membership
nor opportunity to ask questions, seek
details and express concerns.

This process was completely built on the
intention of providing information and edu-
cating the membership of the issues that do
and will affect our lives. On that point | want
to thank al of those that became involved
and participated. It is no secret that we are
living in extreme conditions. From the
implosion of Wall Street and the subsequent
skyrocketing unemployment numbers to out
of control Health care costs, it just goes on
and on. Our industry which has faced its
own version of instability desperately need-
ed to have some peace. | believe that with
labor stability over the next three years we
can look optimistically towards the future.

State L egislature Passes Motion Picture
Production Incentive!
Long sought legidation finally successful

In February the state L egislature passed a
tax credit for film and television productions
that film at least 75% of their shooting days
in California. This program is funded for
five years at $100 million per year begin-
ning in fiscal year July 2009/10. The
Production Incentive Program is geared
towards feature films with budgets between
$1 million and $75 million. TV series that
relocate to California and TV series pro-
duced for basic cable.

After years of lobbying, testimonials and
heated conversations with legislators on var-
ious levels, finally California will have an
opportunity to regain our historic claim to
film production. As you are keenly aware
my administration has maintained its posi-
tion never to abandon the effort to obtain
production incentives comparable to those
states actively seeking entertainment jobs.
My office has continued to actively engage
our political allies and confront the oppo-
nents to this legislation. Only through this
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unending dedication and broad coalition of
entertainment industry groups has this goal
been reached. On behalf of the members of
IATSE Local 44, my personal gratitude goes
out to al those that never gave up the fight.

Double Dipping - What isit, can | doit?

In plain talk this is when you are on two
or more shows at the same time. Multiple
payrolls, multiple sets of contributions, not
being compensated at overtime rates, and
ultimately displacing another member who
may be looking for work. This type of thing
seems to increase during Pilot season and
the local has historically been notified when
a member may have a few day overlap if
wrapping and prepping is occurring.

However, members need to be aware that
this type of overlap or working on multiple
shows is not only a violation of our
Constitution "Double Shifting", but will put
you in the crosshairs of the employer.
Should they become aware that you are
working for someone €else at the same time,
without prior notification, it could and has
resulted in termination.

When you sign your deal memo there is
an "Exclusivity" clause. Which in many of
these deal memos states when you work for
them, you're only working for them, and it's
just that simple. They expect to have your
services exclusively for the project they are
paying you for. We have had members that
have not only been terminated for this type
of thing, but the employers have taken the
position that fraud has occurred. In these
cases employers have sought repayment of
wages they believe have been fraudulently
received.

You are cautioned that "Double Shifting"
language will be enforced. In these difficult
times when our members are experiencing
sporadic employment we must truly act like
union brothers and sisters.

From the moment "ER" hit
NBC's television network in the
fall of 1994 it topped the rating
charts and has remained a top-
rated show and anchor of NBC's
Thursday must-see TV lineup
ever since. Not only did "ER"
redefine the genre for the 1990's
and into the 21st century but it
also became one of America's
most watched medical dramas of
it'stime.

After rapping up its 15th sea
son, the highly acclaimed drama
series now holds the distinction
of being recognized as the most
Emmy nominated series in the
history of television, with 122
nominations and 22 Emmy
awards. ER's farewell will not be
taken lightly by audiences or by
the thousands of Local 44 mem-
bers who have dedicated their
lives to the series success. Local
44 brother Tobey Bays refers to
his departure from ER much like
graduating from high school,
"You know it's time to go, but
you aso know you
won't likely build
these kinds of rela-
tionships again."

Throughout the
years great humbers
of Local 44
Craftspersons have
lent their talents to
the making of "ER."
In fact most of our
Local 44 Propmakers
at one time or anoth-
er has contributed to
a set. Construction
Coordinator Mike
Litteken has been
with the series every season
except number 10; that's fourteen
years of commitment to what he
refers to as an "amazing story of
medical traumas." He revedls,
"I've raised my family on "ER",

it's gonna be hard to say good-
bye" Over the course of the
years, Litteken and his crew have
juggled ER'sfive stages and have
brought to life everything from
classrooms and lawyers cham-
bers, to intensive isolation units.
In conjunction with Scott Forbes
Special Effects crew, Local 44
Propmakers, under the direction
of Foreman John Hrnjak, built a
3-story steel building in which
would be used to reenact a previ-
ous real-life faling of a
Brownstone apartment porch. At
the end of the 5-week assignment
Forbes and his crew had rigged a
3-story break away balcony to
collapse with 20 stuntmen on it.

Aside from a break away
porch the "ER" specia effects
crew took part in 3 or 4 huge
episodes in which they sunk acar
into a river, blew up tanks and
ambulances, and staged a red
helicopter to skid across the roof
of the hospital, get hung up by a
safety rail, crash and explode.

Although most of ER's scenes
were shot within a 30 mile
radius, there was occasional
scenery shot in Africa, Hawaii,
and Chicago. When not able to
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catch live scenery on location
according to Property person
Elizabeth  Burroughs, "We
brought Africa, Chicago and Iraq
to southern California. We creat-
ed African villages, homeless
towns and alternate realities. We
were given the opportunity to rig
some very unusua bamboo huts
which lead to an excellent per-
sonification of Africa.”

According to Set
Decorator Tim
Colohan "All crafts
worked effectively
together helping to
tell a good story
and serve a good
script." Backed by
his great team of
Set Dressers and
Lead, Colohan
claims he was able
to deliver at least
10 phenominal
episodes a year.
Colohan's
early yearson "ER"
meant sacrificing a socia life to
endure the hardest years he had
ever faced. Lead Tobey Bays
agreed, adding that the intensity
of those same years contributed
to making them his most memo-

rable seasons on "ER". "When |
first started on "ER" the show
had a very ambitious schedule
with bigger budgets. It was
intense and very challenging, and
certainly made those seasons
more memorable. Later as budg-
ets shrank the show became
much more manageable, and
redly allowed us the longevity.
Without the dedication and sup-
port of my crew, none of this

could have been possible.”

It appears to be the generd
consensus amongst the crews
that contributing to "ER" has
been an opportunity of alifetime,
one in which will never be for-
gotten or unappreciated.
Congratulations to our members
for their acts of outstanding
craftsmanship. Beyond recogniz-
ing our members, it has been
brought to our attention that the
participating crews would like to
thank the producer, writers,
directorsand cast for trusting and
seeking their contributions and
for making the "above the line"
and "below the line," no line at
all.

Harry Redmond Jr. Special Effectsman,
writer, technical adviser, and producer extra-
ordinaire, has been impacting film since
1931. At 99 years young, Redmond has
become a legendary Specia Effectsman, and
the longest living member of Local 44. Here
is how he describes his start in the industry:

Seventy-five years ago | got into this
business; | went over to First National
to see my father and met the head of
the Prop department, Tom Little. |
asked him what he paid people out
here and he told me five dollars a day
and overtime. By Monday | was shov-
ing chairs under the keisters of actors
and directors. After a few years |
grew tired of that; so | went over to
RKO and became the Effects depart-
ment ‘gofer’. Redmond laughs, “It
was away of learning.”

Indeed Redmond absorbed the teachings of
his early mentors, and found himself inter-
twined in a life long career dedicated to the
making of Motion Pictures.

As a young boy born and raised in New
York, Harry Redmond J. was brought up
around the camera. His father Harry
Redmond Sr. managed an independent studio
on Long Island in the early 1900's; responsi-
ble for the making of some of the first silent
3-reel comedies. In 1926 the Redmond fami-
ly picked up and moved to what would soon
be the movie making capital of America,
Hollywood, CA.

Shortly after their arrival to LA, seventeen-
year-old Redmond Jr. dabbled as a messenger
for the Federal Reserve Bank while his father
sought employment at First National Studio,
originaly as an electrician and then as a
Special Effects department head. In 1931
Harry Redmond Jr. full heartedly began to
follow in his father’s footsteps. He made his
mark in the art of screen trickery with his
contributions to the early 30's legendary
films “Little Orphan Anni€’, “King Kong,”

“She,” and many more.

Redmond reveals, “I got to create things
that had never been done before, for instance
when we did the mechanical effects for the
log bridge that Kong shook the men off of.
Me and the guys at RKO put the man-made
log in ayoke and held it up on one end. We
had aline out so that when the log was rocked
back and forth the people would fall off. |
like to create new things!”

Retiree Harry Redmond Jr.

Redmond went on to describe the magical
flame he visually augmented for the 1935
adventure film “She”. “| loved the part when
actress Helen Gahagan was standing with
waves of light going in back of her, like fire.
It was actually a round container filled with
mercury. An arch light was aimed down on
the top of the mercury, and when we'd torch
the mercury, and as it waved, it reflected up
in back of her on the screen.”

Redmond'’s influence on film and the sto-
ries he accumulated flourished throughout

the 30’s well into the 60’s. One memorable
tale dates back to his involvement in WWII.
Prior to the on-set of war, Redmond was
brought out of the Hollywood film business
toaFilm Training Lab in New Jersey, at Fort
Monmouth; where he taught Army soldiers
through the instrumentation of training films.
At the height of his career in the early 50's
Redmond became Vice President and
Associate Producer of Ivan Tors Productions.
He supervised the effects for Tors' early sci-
fi flicks and underwater themed shows and
segued into associate producing on such TV
productions as “Flipper”, “Daktari”, and
“Ripcord.” (Redmond Jr. was the writer/cre-
ator on thisone). In 1971 Tors sold the com-
pany which prompted Redmond to consider
retirement. After 62 years in the business
Redmond retired with Local 44. He found it
utterly devastating to attempt to make an
effects budget when everything was above-
the-line. Redmond indulges, “It was just time
for me to live the life,” and that he did.
Redmond has enjoyed the last 37-years of his
lifewith hiswife of 69 years, cinema pioneer,
Dorothea Holt Redmond.

When asked to explain some of the
changes between modern Special Effects and
that of the early twentieth century, Redmond
revealed “ There's alot of old things that we
used to do that you can’t get away with any-
more, like smoke effects, and how you set an
explosion. | used to make black powder
bombs and bullet effects with old dynamite
detonators surrounded by copper; now that's
all regulated. Anyone now in the picture busi-
ness has to be licensed and go through the
whole rigmarole. When | wanted to blow
something up, | would go down to the fire
department and get my ‘red license'. It was as
easy asthat.”

In closing Redmond announced, “If there
are any of you guys out there, who | had the
pleasure of working with, which I'm sure
there is not many, keep in touch.”

Working as On-Set Dressers

It istime to make your voices heard and join in on aforum for On-
Set Dressers.

This group will be discussing the standardization of job responsi-
bilities, problems you are encountering on the set, and sharing tricks
of the trade. In addition, we will be talking about the best way to
negotiate for your box rental and avoid getting caught in the middie
of jurisdictional disputes on the set. This group will lay the ground
work for standardizing the job classification and pay rate. If you are

Severance Pay, What It Takes?

If you have been working on along running TV series, alengthy
film like Pirates or Spiderman or at a fixed facility for awhile and
are laid off, you may have severance coming. You had to have
worked 200 days or more (without a break in time greater than 90
days) in a 365 day period counting back from your last day worked
prior to the layoff. If this is your case, you may be due severance
pay. The longer you have on the job the more severance you may
qualify to receive.

You will have to wait 90 days after your layoff to file a claim.
Tofileaclaimfill out aform letter, send it to the Payroll Company,
the Production Company and to the Business Agent of the Union.
You have 1 year from your layoff day plus 90 days or roughly 15
months to make a claim, athough it's best to file at day 91.

If during your course of employment you are rehired before a 90
day break, your tenure of employment continues and you continue
to accrue time towards severance.

If you are offered a call in under 90 days from that same
employer and you refuse that call, you may lose all or a portion of
your right to severance. Severance when you retire is not automat-
ic.

If during your course of employment you claim and collect sev-
erance, the severance clock with that employer is reset to day one.
