Business Agent’s Report
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When we hold the rail of a fl ight 
of stairs, or ride the elevator 
to the top of the high-rise 

building, we often overlook the tal-
ented craftsmanship that went into 
making such things .  the structural 
steel that we rely on so heavily to sup-
port buildings during an earthquake.

Due to the fact that metal work is a 
multi-faceted trade, we tend to recog-
nize and appreciate the obvious works: 
a 30-foot steel Superman fi gure, or an 
intricate piece of metal furniture.  The 
hard-working, do-it-all artisans at the 
Warner Bros. Metal Shop have worked 
since 1937 to fabricate everything from 
a simple runged ladder to a 15-foot 
diameter wedding band display for 
the Robbins Brothers jewlery stores.

Under the guidance of Construc-
tion Services Manager Jim McGrory, 
Local 44 brothers Jay Walters, Alfonso 
Montejano, Erlindo Sunga, Miguel 
Atilano, Michael Finn, Kieth Cascarelli 
and Rodger Burko will shear, bend and 
form metal into the unimaginable. 

Some of their recent fabrica-
tions include beautiful aluminum 
windows for a feature production, a 
metal door, railings and ramps for a 
commercial power plant, and an elec-
trical transformer lock-up area.

Shop foreman Jay Walters explains 
the fabrication process of the lock-up 
area. “We started off  with large lou-
vered vent covers or visual barriers.  
The 3/8” by 4” tubing created the 
frame, and 18-gauge sheet metal was 
bent into louvers and welded to the 
tubing. Each louver frame weighed 
3,000 pounds and was craned into place 
25 feet above ground to an existing 
platform for the fi nish weld-up. A faux 
fi nish was then applied to the perfo-
rated steel, giving off  a rock like look.”   

Besides fabricating metal for fi lmed 
productions and third-party commer-
cial projects, The Metal Shop is also 
responsible for much of  the structural 
steel and decorative metal fabrica-
tion and maintenance at the Studio.  

First Man Alfonso Montejano 
recalls: “A lot of our work comes from 
Warner Bros. projects.  We recently 
completed fabricating stair wells, 
louvers, frames, ladders and ladder 
cages for a mechanical platform area 
between stages 15 and 16.”  Jay Walters 
explains that all the shops at the Studio 
work together to complete projects. 
“Collaborating with Local 44 brother 
Jay Hirsch, the Metal Shop, along with 
[WB] Scenic Art, remodeled the Anima-
tion Billboard on the exterior of Stage 3.

Set Visit: The Warner Bros. Metal Shop
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Summertime has arrived and with 
the July 4th holiday behind us, 
production is picking up around 

town and our membership is getting 
to work.  In addition to the work in Los 
Angeles, several features are shooting 
in tax incentive states and are hiring 
Local 44 members to bring their skills 
on location for a good stretch of work.  
Although we miss our Brothers and 
Sisters who are out of town, we are happy 
that they are earning a Hollywood wage 
and their all-important Motion Picture 
Industry Pension and Health benefi ts.

We held our fi rst round of Craft 
meetings in June.  I am happy to report 
that in each of our meetings, attendance 
was up.  Due to requests from some of 
our Propmaker Brothers and Sisters 
we tried a Propmaker’s meeting on a 
weeknight—something that hadn’t been 
done in a long time—and attendance 
increased 9% over last year.  Good work!

At each meeting I reported on 
current business at our Union Hall, 
including our fi nances, and requested 
feedback on many recent member-
ship suggestions such as text message 
blasts and email privacy.  Other reports 
included new or updated certifi ca-
tions, and Employment Development 
Department (EDD) requirements.

As you are aware, Local 44 has 
been working hard to get our mem-
bers engaged with the technological 
world.  If you are someone who is still 
waiting to get correspondence via pony 
express, the information parade may 
pass you by.  Since 2008, members 
have been getting their Union infor-
mation in the form of web postings at 
local44.org, email blasts, electronic 
Newsreel magazines and robo-calls.  

On a related note, there is a new 
request of our Union from members in 
good standing asking for email addresses 
instead of “public” phone numbers listed 
in our Callboard records.  When a straw 
pole vote was taken at each craft meeting, 
members seemed to be 70%/30% in favor 
of this idea. Currently we protect and 
keep private all members’ email and home 
addresses.  Additionally, I was curious how 
members would feel about receiving short 
text messages from Local 44 regarding 
important dates or industry information.  
The response for this idea was around 
65%/35% in favor.  For the time being, 
both of these ideas will be researched 
further, with additional Executive Board 
and membership input.  Stay tuned.

I have beaten everyone over the head 
about “calling in your jobs” for the past few 
years, whether the production is Union, 
non-union, Television, Feature, Com-
mercial, etc.  Along with dispatching work 
calls and keeping our members’ contact 
information and work status current, our 
callboard stewards are always happy to 
check new-hire or current crew lists to 
make sure the members working on the 
production are in good standing with Local 
44.  This keeps everybody out of trouble.  

There is, however, a new twist devel-
oping for members who do NOT call in 
their jobs or layoff  dates, refl ecting an 
inaccurate work history.  The Employ-
ment Development Department (EDD) is 
now contacting Local 44 to confi rm that 
members are available for work calls (“not 
working”) and staying current on dues 
to remain eligible for work and accept 
a work call from the union hall.  Now 
more than ever it is critically important 
to maintain an accurate work history.  If 
anything you fi lled out with EDD confl icts 
with your current records at Local 44, it 
has the potential to hurt your unemploy-
ment benefi ts.  Keep your Union records 
current at all times to avoid confl icting 
information with other bureaus.

As reported many times at meetings 
and by written notice from my offi  ce, our 
Callboard is currently updating members’ 
records pertaining to skills and certifi -
cates including Powder Cards, Firearms, 

Welding, Scuba Diving, Serv-Safe, Lock-
smith, and other union memberships.  
If your license(s) and/or certifi cate(s) 
have expired in your fi le at Local 44, 
you will no longer be listed with that 
specialty skill (see page 11).  Please be 
sure to get any new or updated certifi ca-
tions or licenses into the Callboard so 
we can make sure you are qualifi ed and 
properly listed with that specifi c skill.

Also reported was the importance of 
engaging our elected State and Fed-
eral representatives.  It is no secret 
that lucrative tax incentives off ered by 
other states and countries are luring 
fi lm production out of Hollywood.  By 
staying informed and voicing your 
opinion, you can help shape policy to 
support fi lming in California. We have 
made this process easy for you: go to 
www.local44.org and click on the promo 
card for Congress.org.  When you enter 
your ZIP code, all of your area’s elected 
representatives will be presented with 
full contact information.  We urge you 
to reach out to them responsibly and 
explain how runaway production has 
aff ected you and your family and that 
they should do everything in their power 
to keep “Hollywood” in California.  
The more they hear from their voters, 
the more likely they will respond.

In closing, I hope you enjoy the 
spotlight on Warner Bros. Metal 
Shop.  We wish to thank Jay and Mike 
for making it a great outing.  Stay 
tuned for future features including 
the crews of “NCIS Los Angeles” and 
the fi nal season of “Entourage.”  

As you know, I have always been an 
advocate for membership feedback on 
ways to improve our Union.  If you have 
any ideas or suggestions about what I 
mentioned above, or have another idea 
about something we may be overlooking, 
please feel free to contact my offi  ce.

I hope everyone stays busy 
and has a good summer.

GET YOUR CERTIFICATIONS
UP TO DATE NOW!

Recently at the request of our Propmaker Execu-
tive Board Representatives, the Secretary-Treasurer 
directed our Callboard Stewards to contact members 
listed in the Callboard as “welder certifi ed” and found 
that many “welders” who claim to be specialized have 
expired certifi cations.

Los Angeles Building Code Sections 1704.20.1 and 

2204.1 require welders to renew their certifi ca-

tions every three years. 

Ever since these phone calls went out, many members 
have brought in or mailed their new or updated certi-
fi cations to the Callboard so they can remain listed on 
the Callboard’s fi les as a skilled Los Angeles City Certi-
fi ed Welder.  

This news is very concerning.  Not too long ago in 
2005, a large feature was being produced in Los Ange-
les which required major welding and metal work.  As 
calls were placed to the Callboard, the show’s foreman 
would inform Local 44 that some persons dispatched 
to the welding job were not skilled or knowledgeable. 

Fearing that “permits” may begin to run rampant and 
our membership may lose jobs, your Executive Board 
Representatives agreed that in order to be listed as a 
Welder in the Callboard, members will be required to 
present a Los Angeles City Welder Certifi cation and 
keep it up to date.

By keeping your certifi cate up to date, you help Local 
44 prove that welding calls will be fi lled by members 
with a high level of expertise and prevent runaway 
permit calls.  If you are not sure of your welding status 
at Local 44, call or come down with your current Los 
Angeles City Certifi cation so you can become a
Certifi ed Welder and/or remain listed as such. �
