In early January, the California Legislature opens the 2014 
session, and for us it’s all about incentives.  After numerous 
meetings with our industry partners and various discussions 
throughout the state, the game is really about to begin.  We now 
have fi nancial commitments through the IA Locals Coalition 
and have retained a Consulting Firm to engage our membership, 
vendors and the community, a Lobbyist to work with all industry 
Guilds, Unions, Sacramento Legislators, and a highly respected 
Law Firm to ensure all documents are fi led timely and properly.  
The Coalition began drafting language that will be the foundation 
of our new bill.  Within that proposed language, we are seeking to 
expand the current program beyond its now restrictive boundaries.  
Removing budget caps that now exclude large feature productions, 
including network television, specifi cally one hour dramas which 
we all know have virtually left the state, and providing a larger 
pool of resources, basically more funding, a lot more funding.  
Without these aspects included in the California program, we 
will be destined to continue to be observers while other states 
and countries thrive on our jobs, California jobs.  

There are ongoing discussions with Legislators regarding who 
will introduce our legislation.  Legislators who are well aware of 
the dire circumstances our industry is in and what it will take 
to put it back on its feet.  Since his swearing in to offi  ce, Mayor 
Garcetti has been extremely supportive of the industry and has 
vowed to do all he can to improve conditions.  There are dates set 
for discussions with the Mayors Film Director and Deputy Director 
centered on involving all aspects of our aff ected industry, Labor 
Unions and Guilds, Vendors, Production Companies and the rank 
and fi le industry members.  There is no doubt that all industry 
memberships have suff ered greatly over the last few years.  The 
lack of full scale wage jobs or just jobs at all.  The pressure to leave 
your family to seek work outside of California all have created an 
atmosphere most of us would never have envisioned, but it’s real 
and it hurts all of us.

As we near the end of the year and many of you are separated 
from those you love, please know that this Union and my offi  ce 
are sincerely dedicated to change the playing fi eld and return our 
state to the entertainment capital of the world.  With that I wish 
you all a very Happy and Healthy Holiday.

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How I Met Your Mother became a fl ashback 
frenzy favorite in 2005 when it capitalized on 
the key phrase “back in the good old days”.  
The love story in reverse, hones in on key 
character Ted Mosby, as he relays the story of 
how he met his wife to his daughter and son.  
Ted’s memorable moments date back to his 
early New Yorker years with pals Marshall, 
Lily, Barney and Robin.  As their life stories 
unravel and character identities evolve, it 
has drawn the audience closer to fi nding the 
answers to the mysteries that lie within the 
shows’ content. 

Although answers to the unknown is 
something the shows creators have enjoyed 
holding onto, there is one thing in particular 
How I Met Your Mother has never failed to 
deliver to its audience, an award worthy 
visual presentation.  Four Emmys for 
Outstanding Art Direction in a Multi-Camera 
Series and four additional nominations 
have come as a result of our member’s 
phenomenal work.  The Set Decorating 
Department, under the supervision of Set 

Decorator Susan Eschelbach and Leadman 
Ron Shulem, and the Construction Crew, 
headed by Construction Department Head 
Jack Thomas, are two Local 44 departments 
that played a huge role in acquiring these.  
According to Shulem, this season has 
continued to keep them on their creative 
toes.  “The writers love to revisit sets as they 
tell the story, so we currently swing over 
30 re-occurring sets and have over 50,000 
continuity photos to help us along the way.  
As we approach our fi nal episode this season, 
we have three warehouses spread out across 
town, and four sea containers on the studio 
lot full of set dressing waiting to be pulled or 
put back.  This has been the most extensive 
set dressing experience that I have ever had to 
manage.  I hit the ground running in season 
two and never looked back.  Nothing short of 
a wild ride!”  Some of their most recent Emmy 
recognition comes from the Farhampton 
Sets.  Thomas describes, “The Farhampton 
Inn is a resort in the Hamptons on Long 
Island with two main sets that took three 
weeks to complete.  The layout is made up of 

a Lobby, Bar, Dining Room and Patio.  We’ve 
given the space French doors with side lights, 
fl uted columns, vinyl linoleum “wood” fl oors, 
contemporary lighting, custom built-in book 
cases, and wood panel walls.”  Oddly enough, 
one will also fi nd a rock cave on the same 
stage.  When asked what it was for, Thomas 
said that he was sworn to secrecy.  However, 
he did describe its fabrication process.  “The 
layout was created to use rental units from 
Green Set to the best of our advantage.  They 
were built into the cave by Mark Joyce and his 
crew, carpeted by Fox drapery behind them 
and painted by our paint crew.”  Nonetheless, 
the construction department laid the perfect 
foundation for Eschelbach’s nautical inspired 
dressing.  Eschelbach elaborates, “The 
Farhampton Inn is a refl ection of a beachy 
summer getaway with a touch of class.  We 
used Ralph Lauren, framed art, custom 
drapes, lanterns and fl oral arrangements.  
The bar had to be dressed in such a way that 
it tells a story.  Patrons and therefore the

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audience have to see the history of the bar 
and of the people who vacationed at the resort 
100 years ago.  As always, we were on our 
toes.  With the great support of my crew and 
our community, we were able to pull it off .  I 
can’t tell you enough, how much support we 
have received along the way.  Downtown LA, 
the studios, prop houses, antique dealers, 
you name it.  Modern Props and Omega have 
helped us greatly with continuity.  Lennie 
Marvin in particular has been so good to 
us, adding to pieces at the last minute and 
Beverly Hadley at Universal augmenting 
their own products to save us time, amazing.  
Not only has the outside community been 
wonderful but the community within the 
show has been like no other.  So yes, in March 
we will have to say goodbye to the show but, 
many of the relationships and memories I 
have made along the way will come with me.”

Over the course of 8 seasons, getting 
to know the How I Met Your Mother gang 
has been a humorous journey.  The show’s 
creators have adopted quirks for each of 
the main actors and our Local 44 Props 
and Set Dressing Departments have done a 

brilliant job of incorporating the eccentric 
characteristics into the sets and actors 
identities.  For instance, Barney’s love for 
magic was incorporated into last season’s 
bachelor party through the use of props.

Prop Master David Baker and his assistant 
Chris Kurumada came up with a creative 
approach to your typical balloon hat.  
Kurumada explains, “For Barney’s bachelor 
party we had to make balloon hats, so I went 
to the local magic shop looking to hire a clown 
to make them for me.  When I got there, they 
instructed me that I could probably do them 
myself if I watched the instructional video.  
The problem was, they were too easy, and thus 
looked kind of boring.  On the same DVD were 
instructions on how to make balloon animals.  
That’s when I realized, this is Hollywood, 
we fake stuff  all the time.  So I then decided 
to make balloon hats with animals stuck to 
the top of them.  They actually turned out 
pretty cool.” 

Although beers, cell phones and the iconic 
yellow umbrella are a few props the crew 
never leaves behind, there is one prop in 
particular that would have most likely never 
been on the truck in October, a gingerbread 

house and not only one, multiple.  Baker 
describes the acquisition, “Of course we 
started frantically calling bakeries to see 
if anyone could whoop these out for us.  
Every bakery we called was a bust.  I found 
a Michael’s arts and crafts store that had 
some in the warehouse.  The whole prop team 
sat down and each of us started building the 
houses, of course, the young whippersnapper 
Chris got ahead of Jessica and myself in 
the building process, so we used his as the 
prototype.  After a couple hours of some 
serious fun, we had three gingerbread houses 
ready to destroy.” 

With all of the fantastic experiences, 
recognition, and relationships these 
departments have made in nine glorious 
seasons no wonder they don’t want to say 
goodbye.  Eschelbach and department have 
danced their way to a handful of Emmys, 
Thomas and crew have built 8 years worth 
of award recognizable sets and Baker, 
Kurumada, and Samuelson have used 
thier top notch skills and innovation to 
provide props for some of the funniest 
actors in America, all defi nite milestones.  
Congratulations to all How I Met Your Mother
departments on your near decade of success.
