The unique needs of the various
crafts, and their unique work
environments and processes
throughout the United States
and Canada, were reimagined
in consultation with experts
in epidemiology to develop
science-based protocols in
order to minimize the risk
of transmission and provide
for a safety net in the event
of exposure. Both the Union
Alliance and the AMPTP can
be credited with a steadfast
commitment to arriving at
an agreement that allows the
industry to safely re-open, and
avoid further setbacks in the

commencement of production.

We have shared the agreement
language, as well as a summary

of the Phase Two provisions,

in an email and on Local 44’s
website. I encourage everyone
to take the time to read the
material provided regarding
quarantine and sick pay, testing
regimens and frequency, the
zone system, as well as safety
monitoring and enforcement

provisions.

Now fully immersed in this
new Covid-19 era, we are all
seeking answers, guidance, and
reassurance to help us navigate
our way through the workplace,
and we are making every effort
to deliver the most up-to-
date pertinent information to
support you in your safe return
to work.

At the Signatory Prophouse Shops
and the Studios that were visited,
trained and certified Local 44 Prop-
makers were using CNC flat-bed cut-
ters, 3D printers, Water Jet and Laser
cutting equipment. All of it was com-
puter programmed machinery which
needs programmers and operators!
They were making custom designed
props and furniture out of steel, wood
and plastic.

This is something Local 44 Prop-
makers should seriously think about

learning and being certified in. Why?

Because it’s rapidly becoming a stan-
dard among the services Signatory
Studios and Shops are offering and
is what Producers and designers
are increasingly expecting. Local

44 needs to be ready and able to say,

“We can do that because we have
Propmakers who have those skills.
They’re trained, certified and ready
to go!”

Propmakers should seriously
consider taking advantage of these
training opportunities with Contract
Services when things open back up
again and once the course offerings
resume. Keep yourself and your skill-
sets up-to-date. It’ll help keep Local
44’s Propmakers and their reputa-
tions relevant and is another way to
keep Union-negotiated wages and
benefits flowing, now and in the
future!
